   The Wahpeton Board of Adjustment met in special session on Thursday, August 24, 2016 at 5:00 p.m. in the Wahpeton City Hall. Present were Nelson, Edwards, Westerman, Gauck, and Jensen. City Administrator Roberts and Zoning Administrator Radcliffe were also present. Edwards moved and Jensen seconded to approve the agenda as presented. All ayes – motion carried. Edwards moved and Gauck seconded to appoint Colin Jensen as the chairman of the Board of Adjustment due to Nelson stepping down from the position. All ayes – motion carried. Nelson moved and Gauck seconded to approve the regular session minutes from August 18, 2016. All ayes – motion carried.
[bookmark: _GoBack]    The board continued the discussion from the August 18, 2016 BOA meeting. They discussed a landscape and building permit request submitted by Steve and Lisa Ferguson, and Bill Engelen of 2016 Manhattan Boulevard, Milford, Iowa 51351. The Ferguson’s and Engelen’s asked for a variance to 165.05.5: to add to an existing deck of 12’x16’ and ground level patio approximately 6’ deep on the south side and 10’ deep on the north side with the length of 35’, using line of sight with the two adjoining neighbors.  The board discussed where to establish the line of sight. Ordinance 165.10.10.2 indicates steps are not used for the line of sight. All present at the meeting went to the site at 2016 Manhattan Blvd where a line of sight was strung from the south corner of the deck on the home to the north, and to the front edge of the patio to the south (excluding any steps). However, when the line was strung there were stairs in the way so it was determined he is required to get a survey showing the line of site. Edwards moved and Westerman seconded per Chapter 165.17.5.6 of the Wahpeton Code of Ordinances the board approved the variance subject to a current certified survey establishing the line of sight using the farthest corner out on the deck to the north and the front edge of the patio to the south excluding any steps. He can build up to the line of sight. Roll call vote: Nelson – aye, Jensen – aye, Westerman – aye, Edwards – aye, Gauck – aye. All ayes – motion carried.    
    In other business, Nelson submitted a resignation as chairman of the board but will stay on as a member.
    Being no further business, Nelson moved and Westerman seconded to adjourn the meeting at 6:47 p.m.
