         The Wahpeton City Council met on Wednesday, August 31, 2016 at 5 p.m. in Wahpeton City Hall. Present were Mayor Johnson, Councilmen Brad Jones, Jack Jones, Blau and Prior. City Atty. Hemphill and city employees Roberts and Radcliffe were also present.    

     Mayor Johnson called the meeting to order with the Pledge of Allegiance. 

     Prior moved and J.Jones seconded to adopt the agenda. All ayes – motion carried.  

     The council considered vacating the carriage path on Manhattan Boulevard. Darren & Katie Dotson went to the Board of Adjustment on August 18th with a request to build a home on the carriage path but the board did not have the authority to act on the request. According to Attorney Hemphill, the carriage path has been there for a hundred years and has caused issues numerous times. The council has the right under state law to vacate a public right-of-way that the council would deem no longer has benefit to the public. Another option rather than vacating, the owner of the property could also grant an easement. There are approximately 134 plats on Manhattan Blvd. that the carriage path goes thru and structures have been built on 6-8 of those. A motion was made by Prior, seconded by Jack Jones, that the Wahpeton City Council consider vacating that portion of the public walkway, sometimes referred to as the “carriage path”, which is adjacent to the South 25 feet of Lot 11 and all of Lot 12 in the Second Plat of Manhattan Beach, Dickinson County, Iowa; to hold a public hearing at the regular September 12, 2016 City Council meeting at 5:00 o’clock p.m., and to direct the City Attorney to prepare and the City Clerk to publish a Notice of the proposed vacation and of the public hearing. Following discussion, council members Prior, Blau, and Jack Jones voted “aye”; Councilman Brad Jones abstained. 
     Council also discussed committee assignments and library boxes but no action was taken.

     Being no further business, Mayor Johnson adjourned the meeting at 5:43 p.m. All ayes – motion carried.
