     The Wahpeton City Council met on Monday, September 26, 2016 at 5 p.m. in Wahpeton City Hall. Present were Mayor Johnson, Councilmen Brad Jones, Rierson, Jack Jones, Blau and Prior. City employees Roberts, Hanna and Radcliffe were also present. City Atty. Hemphill was on speaker phone for a portion of the meeting.    

     Mayor Johnson called the meeting to order with the Pledge of Allegiance. 

     J.Jones moved and B.Jones seconded to adopt the agenda but change item #3 and #4 around. All ayes – motion carried.  

     Council discussed vacation and easement of properties on Manhattan Blvd. and possible ordinance or resolution to require an easement on any future requests to vacate the carriage path. There were concerns about previous vacation requests that were denied. Darren Dotson was contacted by Brad Jones and he is willing to give a voluntary easement allowing a carriage path on his property. Jerry Edwards with the Board of Adjustment explained some history of Manhattan Blvd. He showed an original plat of Manhattan Blvd. from 1985, and explained how William Myerly had bought the 160 acre farm along there so he could develop it. The carriage path was included in the original plans. Edwards and other residents he talked with felt strongly that if the carriage path is vacated there should be a walking easement through the property. Hemphill suggested keeping the carriage path in-tact as is and allow easements only where necessary. Rierson moved and Jones seconded to have Atty. Hemphill draw up an Ordinance for any vacation of carriage path on properties on Manhattan Blvd., it would be followed up with an easement to the City for a walking path in front of the property to be vacated. He would like it ready for a vote at the next council meeting in October. All ayes – motion carried.

     Council discussed the bids received for the Water Tower Project. The low bid of $928,000 was received from Maguire Iron Inc. from Sioux Falls, SD. The difference between a 150,000 gal. and 200,000 gal. tank was $55,000. Council would like the June 30th date for completion and the sailboat logo on a 200,000 gallon tower. J. Jones moved and Prior seconded to approve Resolution 16-12 A Resolution awarding contract for the Wahpeton Water Tower Improvements Project to Maguire Iron Inc. of Sioux Falls, SD. Roll call vote: J. Jones – aye, B. Jones – aye, Rierson – aye, Prior – aye, Blau – aye. All ayes – motion carried. Construction loan will be set up for $1,191,000.

     Council went outside to look at a demo snowplow truck from J.Craft.
     Being no further business, Mayor Johnson adjourned the meeting at 6 p.m. All ayes – motion carried.
